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Professional Experience Training in English for International
Communication
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A real practice in using English in either public or private sectors where English is

used in situations when normally there is either spoken or written contact with non — Thai speakers.
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Cooperative Education Preparation
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A practicum in preparation, principles, concepts, and philosophy of cooperative

education; processes and regulations concerning cooperative education systems; job application and
job interview techniques; basic knowledge in job practices in enterprises, especially adjustment in
society, personality development, English language, information technology, human relationship,
teamwork, working structures in organization and office work; basic knowledge in labor laws, quality
management systems, skill improvement, professional ethics, guidelines in implementing the project,
and reporting the practicum result; writing the projects’ report, and presenting the result of the

project.
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Cooperative Education
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Pre-requisite: COOP 3801 Cooperative Education Preparation
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On-the-job training in organizations for 16 weeks or not less than 560 hours by

integrating knowledge studied with job practice at enterprises as one of the staff members; doing the
project; reporting the result; writing and presenting as suggested by staff advisors and school

supervisors. Leading to working skills, professional knowledge and ethics, required habits and

personality for a future employment.
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Free Electives 6 credits
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Select 6 credits hours of any courses offered by CMRU or accredited institutes
or enterprises in Thailand or abroad which are not redundant with those already taken or offered

by accredited institutes or enterprises overseas.
